Chefchaouen

· Casa Hassan where you will be staying has a particularly nice small restaurant

· La Lampe Magique is also worth a visit

· Lots of small cafes around the main Plaza. 
Fez

The Riad in Fez will be able to prepare dinner for you, you can order with them directly. They also sell alcohol.  There are many small restaurants in the Medina and also a number of good restaurants in the New Town

Marrakech:
For light snacks and lunches in the Medina:

- The Argana Restaurant right on the Square (Djemaa el-Fna),  has a nice sunny terrace during the day, a great spot for a late lunch, as you can watch all the activity on the square below. 

- Between the Café Glacier and the main Post Office on the Square, there is a pedestrian street running away from the Djemaa el-Fna.  There are a number of small café/restaurants on this street

- Dar Cherifa, a small Gallery in the Medina serve light lunches on the terrace.  (8 Derb Chorfa Lakbir Mouassine) 

- The Djemaa el Fna is a must to explore on an evening.   I have eaten at the stalls many times.   No. 1 stall is always very lively and a lot of fun.  

- For a good view of the square by night, climb onto the terrace of Café Glacier, there is also now a Pizzeria up here. 

For Dining in the Evening: 

- An excellent Riad Restaurant which I frequently recommend is Dar Zellij.    Food and service of a very high standard. Licensed.   Three courses start from 350 dirhams per head. Tel: 0524 38 26 27.   The Staff at your Riad Dar Karam will be able to book it for you.  From Dar Karam you will need to take a petit taxi, and a gentleman will then walk you from the taxi to the restaurant door. 
In Guilez a couple of  very good restaurants to try (a petit taxi will be able to take you to any of these).
- Al Fassia, on Mohamed Zerktouni. It is a traditional Moroccan restaurant of an excellent standard – lamb is a speciality here.  Licensed.  Expect to pay around 300 Dirhams per person with wine.   Would recommend booking.  Tel: 0524 43 40 60 
- La Trattoria, 179 rue Mohamed El Beqal, Guiliez, Cuisine Italienne – Beautiful setting, excellent food. Tel: 0524 43 26 41 – booking necessary

- Le Jacaranda.  Another very nice restaurant, French not Moroccan  32 Boulevard Zerktouni Tel: 0524 44 72 15 Licensed.   (just off Ave. Mohamed V)
- The ‘Table du Marche’ at the Hotel Hivernage is also very nice.  Tel: 0524 42 41 00 

Essaouira

- Chalet de la Plage.  A great place for lunch or dinner, it’s right on the beach.   As you drive along the seafront it’s right by the Ocean just before you get to the Harbour. 

- Taros is a great little Café with lots of floors, nice roof terrace, for light bites and drinks. 
- The fish grills down by the Harbour serve freshly caught fish daily – can be slightly pricey, although a great atmosphere. 
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
